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out of over 500 responded.  The GUI discussion was lively as Dynamics   presented  screen shots of the proposed GUIs and received feedback on  the  appearance  and functionality of the GUIs. Overall, the reception to the GUI improvements was positive. Dynetics will continue to work on these items and present further detail during the Critical Design Review currently scheduled in December.





MWG/JRWG





The MWG/JRWG met on 11 Oct to do a vector check on progress toward the Options briefing to be presented at the next Executive Steering Group (ESG). The group generally approved the briefing, with the understanding that a summary will be presented to ESG. Therefore, it will be important to ensure that all principles are prepared in advance for the discussion and decisions expected at ESG.





IOC Block II





The IOC Block II planning meeting was held at JPO on 23 Oct. Partners worked to define test plans and model requirements for IOC Block II (Feb-Aug 03). Lessons learned from Block I are being applied.  Ball delivered the initial JTEST (JMASS Test) model set (ADA and AAM) on 25 Oct.  Options for continued JTEST work are under review by the JPO and the Partners will be consulted. 
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Changes are due to GCC compiler being stricter in compliance with the C++ standard. Stricter compliance requires terrain changes to players and API, and requires changes in the models to be compatible.  Other changes may be required.
