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Criminal Law:  The Armed Forces Code of Conduct prohibits service members from entering into parole agreements.  Parole agreements are promises a Prisoner of War makes to a captor to fulfill conditions.  Such conditions maybe, not to bear arms or to escape in consideration of special privileges.  Code of Conduct Training is available -- 
call trial counsel at 842-2068. 
Claims:   If a service member or civilian employee commits an act of negligence in the performance of his duties that causes a loss to a third party, that third party can file a claim against the Army under the Federal Tort Claims Act.  The service member or civilian employee will not be financially liable for the loss.  Service members and civilian employees who are sued in their personal capacities for damages stemming from their official duties should immediately call the claims office at 876-9008.  Claims information is available at the Claims Office website at http://www.redstone.army.mil/legal/cclaimsinfopack.html.

Administrative Law:  Service members and civilian employees may be held personally liable for damage to or loss of government property if they were responsible for the loss.  Responsibility is established by a Report of Survey Investigation and based on negligence and causation.  Liability is normally limited to one month’s pay.  Contact the Administrative Law Division at 876-9913 for more information.

Legal Assistance:  The National Do Not Call Registry (“Registry”) was enacted into federal law.  The Federal Trade Commission, the Federal Communications Commission and states are enforcing this statute.   The Registry provides consumers the option of blocking telemarketing calls to their homes.  Consumers desiring to prevent telemarketing calls may register on line at https://www.donotcall.gov, this is a free service.  Most telemarketers should not continue to call once numbers are listed on the Registry for three months.  If they continue, consumers may file a complaint at this Website.  Violators are subject to civil penalties of up to $11,000 per violation, as well as injunctive remedies.
Iocosus Advocatus
