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Criminal Law:  A Letter of Reprimand is an administrative form of punishment that can be filed locally or in a soldier’s OMPF.  Any commander can issue a Letter of Reprimand and direct local filing but only a general officer can direct filing of a reprimand in the OMPF.  Reprimands filed locally must be destroyed after 3 years or upon PCS of the soldier.  For assistance in drafting a Letter of Reprimand, call your trial counsel at 2-2068.

Claims:   The Redstone Arsenal Claims Office handles much more than household goods claims.  Soldiers and civilian employees may file a claim for many losses that are incident to federal service such as theft of personal property in the workplace, vandalism of a POV on-post, and damage from fire, flood, or other unusual occurrence in government housing. Administrative Law:  Commercial vendors such as insurance salesmen are permitted to solicit on Redstone Arsenal as long as they acquire a permit from the Garrison Commander.  Salesmen are not authorized to conduct door-to-door sales in the housing areas nor are they allowed to solicit in the workplace.  If you are approached in the workplace by an insurance salesman or other commercial vendor, immediately inform your chain of command.  Call the Administrative Law Division at 6-9913 for more information.

Legal Assistance:  The National Do Not Call Registry, which the Federal Communications Commission implemented to give consumers a choice about receiving telemarketing calls, is presently in legal limbo.  The legislative branch (Congress) and the judicial branch (federal district court judges) are in disagreement on the constitutionality of the Registry.  The U.S. Supreme Court will likely provide final resolution on this matter.  In the meantime, consumers desiring to register phone numbers should go online at http://donotcall.gov/  for  registration information.
