SUBCONTRACTING OPPORTUNITIES

The DOD requires major prime contractors and subcontractors receiving contracts valued over $550,000 ($1 million for construction) to develop plans and goals for subcontracting with small business, small disadvantaged business, women-owned small business Historically Underutilized Business Zone (HUBZone) small business, and service-disabled Veteran owned small business. This requirement generates a significant subcontracting opportunity market. 

SUBCONTRACTING DIRECTORY :  Subcontracting Directory  is published by DoD to encourage small business to enter the defense subcontracting market.  Subcontracting Directory  is on the World Wide Web at: http://www.acq.osd.mil/osbp/doing_business/index.htm. This directory provides the names and addresses of DOD prime contractors and the names and telephone numbers of Small Business Liaison Officers (SBLOs), who are contractor employees responsible for the success of subcontracting programs at various plant sites. Also, this directory cites products and services supplied to the DOD.
Small business should visit or write the SBLO of businesses that have products or services that offer subcontracting opportunities. SBLOs are knowledgeable of past, present, and future purchases at their contractor locations. SBLOs responsibilities include providing informational assistant to small business in subcontracting matters.
SUB-Net:  SBA’s SUB-Net is used by prime contractors to post subcontracting opportunities. These may or may not be reserved for small business, and they may include either solicitations or other notices -- for example, notices of sources sought for teaming partners and subcontractors on future contracts. Small businesses can review this web site to identify opportunities in their areas of expertise. While the web site is designed primarily as a place for large businesses to post solicitations and notices, it is also used by Federal agencies, state and local Governments, non-profit organizations, colleges and universities, and even foreign Governments for the same purpose.  SUB-Net is on the World Wide Web at: http://web.sba.gov/subnet.  
Small businesses can search for subcontracting opportunities in several ways.  First, if you are looking for opportunities in a particular industry, you can search for all Requests for Proposals and Notices of Sources Sought by the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code for that industry.  This is the fastest way for you to see if there is anything on the bulletin board that interests your company.  If you don’t know the NAICS code for your industry, SUB-Net provides a hotlink to the NAICS code web site. 
Besides NAICS code, you can also search by the generic description or solicitation number.  If you want to look at every opportunity on the bulletin board regardless of industry, you can click on “View all solicitations “ which will display everything on the bulletin board for which the bid date has not yet expired. SBA intends to enhance SUB-Net in the near future to include other search mechanisms such as region and state.
